Project will also
include all i ciated administration anc  1gi ing servic , for an estima 1 cost of $500,000.00 in HUD
funds and $10,000.00 in non-HUD funds. Construction will take pla  approximately 3,300 feet downstream
of Martin Luther King Rd and approximately 600 feet upstream of FM 160.
